Records consist of a single folder of records relating to the
establishment, membership and activities of the Kiwanis Club of
Peters Township from its founding in 1958 until early 1959. The
folder was created by Clarence Guthrie, the Club’s first
President.

The Kiwanis Club of Peters Township was formally established on June 10, 1958. The
club had 29 members at the time of its creation and was a volunteer-run community

service organization.

Scope and Content Note

Records consist of documents relating to the establishment, membership and activities
of the Kiwanis Club of Peters Township from 1958-1959 created or accumulated by the
club’s first president, Clarence Guthrie.
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The documents, arranged in chronological order, include the club’s 1958 membership
roster, lists of committee chairs and members, and of officers and directors, programs
from the club’s Charter Night and first Ladies Night, an outline of activities for the PT
chapter for 1958, a treasurer’s report, monthly President’s Progress Reports, Guthrie’s
handwritten minutes of weekly meetings held at the Tally Ho restaurant, an issue of the
Keystone Kiwanian newsletter from January 1959, and a receipt for the Club’s purchase
of liability insurance for the selling of Christmas trees at Loblaw’s Inc. at Donaldson’s
Crossroads in December 1958.
