Ronald Heaps (1939-) has resided in Peters Township since the age of six. He attended Venetia

Elementary School through eighth grade and then attended Peters Township High School. Prior to
his high school graduation, Heaps enlisted in the United States Army and received his GED through

the Army.
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After working for Pennsylvania Transformer, located in Canonsburg, Pennsylvania, Heaps worked
for Peters Township School District as a custodian at Pleasant Valley Elementary School from
1990-2000.

Pleasant Valley Elementary School was constructed in 1963-1964 and continues to serve
students in Peters Township.

The Ronald Heaps papers consist of four black and white photographs of Pleasant Valley School
and a program of its dedication and open house held on November 1, 1964.

Three of the photographs are aerial photographs of the school’s exterior in 1963. The third
photograph is of the school cafeteria and lunch line in 1964. The dedication and open house
program includes “A Brief History of the First Pleasant Valley School” by teacher Esther Baird,
facts about the new school building and its construction, and a list of the school faculty and staff.
